• Campfires are prohibited during high winds 

(wind in excess of 15mph). Make sure wind 
speeds are less than 15mph and there are no 
burn bans in place before starting a campfire. 

• Never leave a campfire unattended. 

• Minors under 15 years of age must be 
supervised by an adult. 

• All campfires must be confined to designated 
firepits only. 

• Keep all campfires to a manageable size (no 
more than five burning logs at a time) with an 
18-inch maximum flame. 

• Campfires are permitted between the hours 
of 8:00am and Midnight. All campfires will be 
extinguished nightly at Midnight. 

• Only wood is permitted in the firepits. 
The use of any flammable liquids is strictly 
prohibited. Paper, cloth and other flammables 
are not permitted in or around open flames in 
the firepits. 

• Park Rangers and Camp Long Creek staff 
reserve the right to extinguish any campfire at 
their discretion to ensure the safety of all park 
guests, facilities and staff.
